Guidelines for Lot Improvements

No building, fence, wall, boat dock, or other structure shall be erected, altered, built or permitted to remain unless plans or specifications are first approved, in writing, by the Board of Trustees. This includes, but is not limited to, driveways/driveway culverts, decks, gazebos, sewage control/treatment, water well, etc. No structure or other improvement shall be built on any lot nearer than 10 feet from any property line. See the Association Bylaws and Restrictive Covenants for more information.

Driveway/Culvert Pipe:  A minimum size of 12" culvert pipe, or a size determined by the Board, to handle water flow is required. It is the responsibility of the lot owner to maintain the pipe so it functions properly.

Utility Building or Detached Garage:  Cannot be used as living quarters and must be conducive to existing architecture.
Screen Room:  Must have at least 3 sides open with no more than 2 foot high "kick plate" at bottom.

Deck:  Cannot be physically attached to camper.

Boat Dock:  No portion of the dock or ramp should extend further than 20 feet from the shoreline. No enclosed structure (such as shed or storage locker) shall be on dock.

Dwellings: Must conform as outlined in the Covenants and Restrictions of Pinnacle Lake. Good construction practices must be followed (wall stud spacing, floor joists, roofing and floor material). Electrical and plumbing code guidelines must meet all current safety codes.

Please note:  The property owner is responsible for all damage to roads resulting from any lot improvement, including, but not limited to, movement of construction equipment. Building materials are not to be stored on any road easement or common ground.
